Lost Speedways 2016õ at Saratoga Automobile Museum

When the green flag flies for the November 26, 2016 “Lost Speedways” program, 

Saratoga Automobile Museum visitors will enjoy presentations on a variety of gone 

but not forgotten speedways. 

Bill Ladabouche will take the audience back to the days when the top drivers from 

New York and New England squared off each Thursday night at Vermont’s famed 

Catamount Stadium, while Ken Parrotte will revisit the legendary Maple Grove 

Raceway in Waterloo, NY. On an entirely different note, Brian Ross will recall the 

days of 1/4 midget racing with Tommy Kingston, who recently donated his Offeyette, complete with spare parts, to the 

museum. The race-ready car and photos of it competing near Troy, NY will be on display along with another Offeyette 

that will be the focus of an upcoming restoration project for area students. 

Area Auto Racing News columnist Herb Anastor will journey from Vineland, NJ to share information on board track 

automobile racing, a subject he recently discussed with host Ray Evernham on his “Americarna” TV show. And closing 

out the program will be the traditional interview segment, which this year will have a special twist. 

“Dave Lape has just finished restoration of his famed #44b that he dominated area speedways with back in 1977,” said 

event organizer Ron Hedger. “When I asked him to loan the car for display in our Racing in New York gallery, Dave 

immediately said ‘Yes,’ which set up the perfect combination for Lost Speedways. Dave will be coming to talk about the 

car, which he ran a single season and won 23 features with, including ten at Fonda. He’ll field questions about the #44b 

and we’ll discuss his Hall of Fame career, his promotional ventures with the late Andy Fusco, racing on the Syracuse Mile 

and other subjects of interest to our audience. It will be a perfect way to end the program, which is always the busiest day 

of the year at the museum.” 

Since it’s been in Kennedy’s clan for this long, the Hornet is definitely not going to be finding a new home anytime soon. 

There have been offers before, and there will likely be more inquiries in the future, but Kennedy isn’t listening. “I’ve been 

offered to swap even, straight-up, for a ’68 Camaro SS,” he laughs. “And my son [Ryan], who is very involved, said ‘Dad, 

we could do that!’ But no, I could never sell it. It’s a family heirloom now.”

Chester òChetó Krause, Along with cofounder Cliff Mishler, Krause began the 

Iola Car Show in 1972 when he added automobiles to the Iola Lio ns Club 

Chicken Roast fundraiser in July. The addition was also intended to help 

promote his new publication, Old Cars. It soon became clear that chicken 

dinners and old cars went together and the event mushroomed into one of the 

worldõs largest hobby events. Today, the Iola Car Show is a non - profit event 

that benefits not one person, but 125 organizations in central Wisconsin.  

The final attendance number was 121,000 spectators, which equaled last 

yearõs total.  Across the board, show cars, swap meet spaces, car corral spaces 

and campground totals are similar to the total number of participants in 2015 .  

As one of the worldõs largest collector car events, Iola is all about the numbers, and this year did not disappoint the staff. 

Preliminary numbers show th ere were about 1,900 show cars with 600 car corral spaces and more than 4,100 swap meet 

spaces sold. A total of 1,200 campground spaces were rented for the weekend.  

The Iola Car Show is about the cars. This year, the theme vehicles were trucks and Dodge Ch argers. More than 50 Chargers 

of all eras were in the special display and the other show fields. Trucks were also a hit across the grounds, from the theme 

to the postwar field to the Blue Ribbon Concours.  

Next year, the Iola Car Show will feature the 50 th  anniversary of the Chevrolet Camaro and Pontiac Firebird and Pony Cars, 

the cars of Trans - Am racing.
